The Society was founded with the intention of bringing together researchers and practitioners from the areas of psychology, medicine, midwifery and nursing, all with an interest in reproduction, infancy, and development.  The Society organises annual conferences and study days, and publishes its own journal.  Members receive The Journal as well as access to the e-discussion list for their membership fees, as well as reductions at SRIP events.  The Journal is also mailed to members, the first issue being published in February or March.  This means that depending on when you join, you may receive only a welcoming letter until it is time for the journal.

The Journal of Reproductive and Infant Psychology - JRIP
The Journal of the Society was founded in 1983, and publishes research papers and reviews on the psychological aspects of reproduction and infancy.  The Journal is cited in Psychological Abstracts, Sociological Abstracts and Applied Social Science Abstracts, as well as others. There are four issues per year.

Joining The Society and Subscribing to The Journal
Membership in the Society costs only £32 for the year (£16 pounds for full-time students and part-time students who are not in paid employment).  This includes the journal, representing excellent value. If you are able to pay by standing order, this reduces our administration, helping to keep the cost of membership low.  If you pay by cheque, and the name on the cheque is different to that on your application, please send a note with your cheque, stating the name on your membership application.

If you join for 2008/2009, you will receive all four issues of the 2009 volume of JRIP.  Membership of The Society also entitles you to a reduced fee for all SRIP events, notably the annual conference, which is held in September each year.
