Terms and Conditions for Eligibility for Student Prize Awards

Annual Student Prize - £150

· The student research dissertation/thesis must be part of an undergraduate degree (B.A. / B.Sc.), taught masters, masters by research (M.A. / M.Sc.), or equivalent level professional training (e.g., MBBS).* 

· The subject of the dissertation/thesis may be any aspect of reproduction, birth or infancy.

· A condition of the award is that the student must present their research at the Annual Conference in the year in which the award is given 

· The conference fees, accommodation and standard rate travel costs are included. However, the maximum limit that can be claimed in relation to travel to the conference is £350.

· A copy or summary of the thesis should be submitted to the SRIP Secretary in the form required by your educational institution. 

· All entries should be accompanied by a 250 word abstract and a 500 word summary. 

· All entries must be typed, and accompanied by a letter from the supervisor of the research, drawing attention to its strengths. 

· A contact address for the student should be included, to which the dissertation/thesis can be returned. 

· Theses should be entered in the year they are submitted for the degree or training course, or in the following year. 

· All entries must be received by end of June. 

· M.Phil., D.Clin.Psy., and Ph.D. theses are not eligible for the prize. 
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
